Adult Sunday School - Please join us on April 11 at 9:30am to hear more about the condition of 
Alabama women's prisons.  Catherine Roden-Jones will join us from the Alabama Women's Re-
source Network to discuss her work with the women's prisons in Birmingham and Montgom-
ery.  Since Ms. Roden-Jones is a guest to UPC then it would be nice to have a good turn out for her 
session! 
Living River  - Our Presbytery is in the midst of a campaign to build a camp and conference center 
on the Cahaba River, about an hour from Tuscaloosa.  UPC's Session established a Committee

tatives on this project and recently approved a proposal on how the church may participate in pres-
bytery's campaign beginning in April. Information on the Living River camp and conference center 
will be available at church Sunday, April 4.  Sunday, April 11, presbytery representatives will give a 
presentation on Living River at our Deacons' luncheon. Westminster Fellowship students will lead 
worship Sunday, April 18, and some will speak from their experience of camps and conferences as 
Presbyterian youth.  To help us appreciate the theological significance of the Cahaba's ecological 
diversity,  the adult Sunday School class will be led by a guest speaker on Sunday, April 25.  UPC's 
campaign will conclude the following Sunday, May 2, with each and every person in the congrega-
tion being given an opportunity to commit financial support to Living River, which will serve the 
body of Christ in central Alabama soon and for years to come. 
Deacons' Lunch - The next deacons' lunch will take place on Sunday, April 11, in the fellowship 
hall immediately after the service of worship.
